Materiel Command, Ft. Belvoir, VA.

Axiom provides support to Unit, Supply Support Activity (SSA), Corp Theater ADP Service Center (CTASC) and Commodity
Command Standard System (CCSS)/Logistics Modernization Program (LMP) sites as it relates to each appropriate level of
the program. Axiom Group engineered and developed a unique programming schema using Oracle Standard Edition with
supporting application tools that will interface with Army Supply and Financial Standard Army Information Systems
(STAMIS) to perform automated reconciliations. All applications developed interface with the internet and utilize a web
based ASP.net framework. The networking configuration is compatible with Windows Server 2003 or later, Visual Studio
2005, and SQL Navigator. The software, hardware/server and the web hosting system interface with a .mil domain(s).
This system operates on a NIPRNET, unclassified but sensitive environment for authorized government users. The
continuous reconciliation process will reestablish accountability and financial accuracy specifically the alignment of
Operation and Maintenance Army (OMA) and Army Working Capital Fund-Supply Management Account (AWCF-SMA).

SUPPORT SERVICES FOR OPERATIONAL SURVIVAL ANALYSIS

In this effort, Axiom supports the mission of the Joint Trauma Analysis and Prevention of Injury in Combat (JTAPIC)
program by creating and managing a surveillance system of injury mechanisms, protection system performance, and
potential countermeasures. Surveillance will focus on aviation injuries and injuries associated with combat vehicles
(MRAP, Stryker, Bradley, and HMWV) in both the operational and non-combat environments.

Axiom Group performs the design and development of the Operational Survival Analysis Tool (OSAT). Axiom provides
the requisite support to create, maintain, populate, and update a surveillance system of injury mechanisms, protection
system performance, and potential countermeasures. The surveillance application focuses on aviation injuries and
injuries associated with combat vehicles (MRAP, Stryker, Bradley, and HMMWYV) in both the operational and non-combat
environments, to include accidental injuries.  Axiom Group personnel Conduct trend and risk analyses relating to combat
injuries and accidents, including data retrieval, extraction, clean-up, processing, analysis, and publication/presentation of
results. Conduct and disseminate additional detailed and in-depth analyses, including investigations utilizing human data,
when situations or requests require.

JTAPIC (JOINT TRAUMA AND INJURY PREVENTION CENTER)

Axiom is heavily involved in the Vice-Chief's helmet sensor effort, which seeks to better understand blast effects on
Soldiers with an end goal of minimizing the impact of Traumatic Brain Injuries. Axiom was charged with developing the
data integration concept into a preliminary and detailed design (schema and specifications), performing risk
identification/analysis/mitigation, providing trace ability, and then integrating the various components to produce the
Helmet Sensor data system.

With data integration and collaboration comes improved protection; in this effort, and using the results of the Helmet
Sensor Data System, Axiom performed pre-survey trial runs using data from the CRC (Central Readiness Command),
performs the data surveys which now draw in approximately 3200 records per month, conducts data integrity and validity
quality control to ensure complete and non-repetitive records, conducts quantitative and qualitative data analysis and
presents the data in report and verbal format to the JTAPIC program stakeholders.

The Helmet Sensor Data System now provides structured review of injury patterns that will provide greater insight into
current threats and yield immediate actionable intelligence. Program Managers for various ground vehicles have asked
Axiom to review the contexts and injuries of their vehicle system, with the goal of improving vehicle and occupant
survivability and lethality.
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JOINT UNMANNED SYSTEMS CENTER OF EXCELLENCE
